The hallway is large, modern and 
bright with wooden flooring and neutral decoration. The extended 
kitchen/diner is lovely, there is a great range of fitted wall and base 
units, granite effect work surfaces and integrated appliances, there 
is also plenty of space for family dining. The living room is a really 
good size, there is a fireplace and a log burner too, a lovely spot to 
relax in the evenings. The family room/Bar area at the rear is a great 
space to have fun and enjoy yourselves, opening the French doors 
onto the patio and sitting out in the sunshine. The downstairs also 
has a large utility room, which is full fitted and spacious, and a 
ground floor cloakroom under the stairs. On the first floor, there are 
three double bedrooms, plenty of space for families with children of 
all ages, the large family bathroom has a four piece modern suite

fitted including a large walk in shower cubicle, this is also en-suite to 
the main bedroom. 
Outside the property has plenty going for it too, the views to the 
front are lovely and green and there is a landscaped area including 
parking and large driveway. The rear garden is a good size with a 
large paved patio area, this provides a seating area and log store 
with a good sized shed, there are raised borders with colourful 
plants leading to a lawned area which overlooks farmers fields, and 
you can watch the sheep play.
